TRAVEL
AWARDS

The ISCE will again sponsor student travel
awards to defray the cost of attending the
annual meeting in Kyoto, Japan. The appli-
cation form for the 1992 competition accom-
panies this issue of the newsletter. All stu-
dent members of ISCE are encouraged to
apply. Applications are ranked by the Stu-
dent Awards Committee (Drs. Donald
Gerhart, Adolf Nahrstedt, Nancy Targett) on
the basis of scientific merit. The amount of
the award is determined by both rank and the
cost of travel to attend the meeting. Recipi-
ents will receive their awards in the form of a
check at the Kyoto meeting.

To be eligible for a travel award, an indi-
vidual must meet all of the following three
criteria:

1. must be a paid-up member of ISCE
and enrolled as a full-time gradu-
ate student OR be a paid-up mem-
ber of ISCE and be a full-time
postdoctoral research associate.

2. must present a paper or poster at
the annual meeting in Kyoto.

3. may not have previously received
an ISCE travel grant.

The goal of the awards is to encourage stu-
dent members of ISCE to participate in the
annual meeting. Therefore, to be eligible
for the 1992 competition, a candidate must
be listed by the Secretary as a paid-up
member in good standing of ISCE at the
time of the application deadline. Individu-
als may not claim eligibility by joining the
ISCE after the application deadline.

Beaufort, NC 28516, U.S.A. All applica-
tions should be postmarked on or before
March 20, 1992. Applications postmarked
after March 20, 1992 will not be reviewed.
